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INTRODUCTORY NOTE

�e present bibliography was compiled by the Division for Ocean A�airs and the Law of the Sea, O�ce 
of Legal A�airs, United Nations. It is the twenty-eighth bibliography published in the current series of law 
of the sea bibliographies.1 

�e bibliography is intended for use by anyone interested in ocean a�airs and law of the sea matters, 
in general, and in the United Nations Convention on the Law of the Sea, in particular. Its content is selec-
tive and restricted to monographic and periodical literature (excluding o�cial documents of the United 
Nations), and includes citations of recently published books and articles, primarily in English, French and 
Spanish.

�e bibliography is divided into 20 subject categories based mainly on the major topics in the Conven-
tion. �e books and articles in each category are listed alphabetically by author.
