If Al integration is
offered, vendors should clearly specify the name of the Al solution, the version, targeted pathologies,
regulatory clearance status, and the name of the Al vendor (if offered through a third party). Potential Al
solutions of interest may include trauma analysis and assessment algorithms for chest, abdominal, skeletal
radiographs, and ultrasound images.
