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We must also ensure that women and young people are fully involved as drivers and

agents of peace.

Last but certainly not least, we need to lift up the voices of victims and survivors of

terrorism.

Victims are extremely powerful and credible messengers. Their experiences put a
human face to the impact of terrorism and help to counter the warped narratives of terrorists

and violent extremists.

That is why my Office plans to convene the first Global Congress of Victims of

Terrorism in New York in June next year.

This will be held alongside the second High-level Conference of Heads of Counter-
Terrorism Agencies of Member States, during the “United Nations Counter-Terrorism
Week”, which will take place in the framework of the 75" Anniversary of the United
Nations.
