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There is also a continuing trend of attacks by individuals inspired online and acting alone or in 
small groups. And the growing threat from neo-Nazi, white supremacist, anti-Semitic and other 
hate groups resorting to terrorism. 
 
These worrying developments were confirmed during the United Nations Virtual Counter-
Terrorism Week, which my Office organized in July.  
 
I would like to reiterate my appreciation to Mr. Thomas Greminger, 
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extremism conducive to terrorism; building up inter-agency coordination “fusion cells”; and 
countering 
terrorist use of chemical, biological, radiological and nuclear material, among other topics. 
  
In all these areas, I have prioritized building stronger partnerships with regional organizations. 
 
And I am proud of the practical work that my Office has done with the OSCE in recent years, as 
set out in our joint Action Plan for 2019-2021. 
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
