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UNOCT, has sought to enhance its cooperation with ICAO and other partners within the UN-

system, leveraging their expertise to strengthen our engagement with Member States at the global, 

regional and national level, as called for in resolution 2309. 

 

For example, ICAO was a key implementing partner in the Centre’s advance passenger 

information project, which was completed in December 2017. This project was instrumental in 

raising awareness among Member States most affected by the foreign terrorist fighters (FTF) 

phenomenon on the use of advance passenger information data in stemming the flow of FTFs, and 

further supported them to develop national implementation plans.
