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Under-Secretary-General for Counter-Terrorism, Executive Director of
UN Counter Terrorism Centre
strengthens collaboration with Saudi Arabia in visit to Riyadh

Riyadh, 12 September 2019 — At the invitation of the Government of Saudi Arabia, Under-Secretary-General
Vladimir Voronkov, Head of the United Nations Office of Counter-Terrorism (UNOCT) and Executive Director
of the United Nations Counter-Terrorism Center (UNCCT) concluded today a two-day visit to the Kingdom
of Saudi Arabia. Mr. Voronkov was accompanied by H.E. Ambassador Abdallah Al Mouallimi, Permanent
Representative of Saudi Arabia to the United Nations, and Chairman of the UNCCT Advisory Board, and Mr.
Jehangir Khan, Director of UNCCT.

During the visit, Mr. Voronkov met with the Minister of Foreign Affairs, H.E. Mr. Ibrahim bin Abdulaziz bin
Abdullah Al-Assaf. He expressed gratitude to the Government of Saudi Arabia for its critical support to
UN counter-terrorism efforts. He added that the Saudi contributions of $110 million have had a multiplier
effect over the years, attracting an increasing number of donors committed to working together to support
UNCCT in helping Member States implement the four pillars of United Nations Global Counter-
Terrorism Strategy and build stronger international cooperation to fight terrorism. Furthermore, he
indicated that this visit aimed to broaden the strategic partnership with Saudi Arabia by, among other
initiatives, leveraging the experience and expertise of the country’s specialized counter-terrorism centres
and institutions, which would in turn help UNCCT become a stronger Centre of Excellence to support
Member States’ efforts to address the evolving terrorist threat. Mr. Voronkov also briefed Saudi Arabia about
ongoing UNCCT programmes and projects implemented across the globe with the generous support of the
Kingdom and other donors.

Mr. Voronkov also met the Director of the Counter-Terrorism Permanent Committee of the Presidency of
State Security, who briefed on measures taken by Saudi Arabia against terrorism at the national, regional and
international levels. They discussed a range of possible joint actions, including future events to be co-
organized by UNCCT and Saudi Arabia in 2020.

Mr. Voronkov also visited the Global Center for Combating Extremist Ideology (Etidal), the Ideological War
Center, the King Salman Humanitarian Aid and Relief Center, the Mohammed Bin Naif Counseling and Care
Centre, and the Naif Arab University for Security Sciences, where he gave a key note speech to faculty and



students. During the meetings, the Under-Secretary-General welcomed the high-level expertise of these
institutionsand  explored ways to leverage knowledge and resources, and multiply UNCCT’s
impact. Possible areas of collaboration included addressing the misuse of new technologies by
terrorists, countering terrorist narratives and financing, and addressing the root causes of violent extremism,
including in prisons.

Mr. Voronkov and Ambassador Al Mouallimi concluded that the visit had contributed to shape the future of
the UNCCT to better serve the needs of Member States. It was agreed that a number of high-level events will
be held in 2020, including during the UN Counter-Terrorism Week in July, which will be a good opportunity
to showcase the achievements of UNCCT and chart its future as enhanced Global Center of Excellence in the
field of counter-terrorism.

Under-Secretary-General Voronkov concluded his visit by reiterating his sincere appreciation to the
Government of the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia for the warm hospitality extended to him and his
UNCCT delegation. He expressed the hope that this successful visit would lead to a stronger partnership
between the United Nations and the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia in the field of counter terrorism.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION

The UNCCT was established in 2011 through an initial contribution from Saudi Arabia of $10 million to
enhance United Nations counter-terrorism efforts, such as providing capacity-building support to Member
States for the implementation of the UN Global Counter-Terrorism Strategy.In 2014, Saudi Arabia
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
