The Global Congress is expected to 

bring together more than 600 participants and will be the world's largest and most diverse 
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UNITED NATIONS GLOBAL CONGRESS OF VICTIMS OF TERRORISM  

For victims and survivors attending the Global Congress, the event is, among other things, an 

opportunity to remind decision-makers about the importance of remembering and recognizing 

victims of terrorism.  

 

The Congress will include a High-Level opening session in the General Assembly, with the 

participation of the Deputy Secretary-General, Ms. Amina J. Mohammed, along with six 

interactive thematic sessions spread throughout the two days that are expected to yield clear
