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The full, equal, and meaningful participation of women in counter-terrorism efforts from 

design to implementation and evaluation is essential to ensure effective and sustainable counter-

terrorism measures.  

The United Nations Office of Counter-Terrorism is committed to gender mainstreaming 

across our programmes and policies, and placed gender as a strategic goal in our Strategic Plan 

for 2022-2025.                                            

We are implementing the Gender and Identities Factors Platform, which serves as the 

knowledge hub in preventing and countering terrorism and violent extremism.  

Our Global Programme on Cybersecurity and New Technologies integrates human rights 

and gender into its outcomes, including through specific activities for women practitioners.  

In partnership with the United Nations Office of the High Commissioner for Human 

Rights and the United Nations Interregional Crime and Justice Research Institute, my Office is 

conducting research on human rights aspects of the use of artificial intelligence in counter-

terrorism.  

On this International Women’s Day, the United Nations Office of Counter-Terrorism 

reiterates its commitment to furthering gender-responsive and human rights-based approaches to 

counter-terrorism, as well as promoting gender equality and the empowerment of all women and 

girls.
