Sir, 

 I write to you with regard to the exclusive economic zone of Lebanon. On 9 July 2010 and 11 October 2010, 

Lebanon deposited with the United Nations the geographical coordinates of, respectively, the southern and south-

western maritime borders of that zone. The southern maritime border extends from point B1 on the shore at Ra's 

Naqurah, the first point on the 1949 Israeli-Lebanese General Armistice Agreement table of coordinates, to point 23, 

that is equidistant between the three countries concerned, and on the coordinates of which all must agree. The 

geographical coordinates of point 23 are latitude 33˚ 31' 51.17", longitude 33˚ 46' 08.78".  Point 1 does not therefore
