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with their capture.  Other considerations cover pollution from plastics (from nets) which has 
not been formally assessed for NEAFC fisheries. However mid-water pelagic fishing (one of 
the main gears used) is not associated with high risks of net loss.  NEAFC has in place 
requirements for recovery of all fishing gear lost at sea.   
 
Another aspect to consider is the nutritional value of NEAFC’s fish products in terms of global 
food security, noting that the total annual amounts caught in the North-East Atlantic are 
roughly 5% of global finfish production.
