Today we are presented with a momentous opportunity to reflect on
the pivotal role of the family in our collective journey towards
sustainable development as it is the 30" year of both ICPD and the
International Year of Family.

The global demographic landscape is shifting dramatically by
increased human mobility, better life expectancy at birth, aging
populations and decline in fertility.

Economic, social and ecological consequences of this have direct
Impact on society and families.

Millions are faced with conflicts, poverty and environmental
degradation.

Tarkiye has shouldered an immense responsibility as a country that
hosts the highest number of refugees since 2015.

While the international contributions to our efforts remain limited,
we need to direct our collective efforts towards addressing root
causes of migration in countries of origin.

Burden and responsibility sharing with the countries most impacted
by irregular migration movements is critical.

As fertility rates decline at alarming levels, there is a growing need
to reassess our approach to population and development.

The decrease in fertility and aging population put pressure on labor
markets, development potential and long-term welfare of countries.

It is important to maintain a healthy and dynamic population
structure to avoid slow rates of development and to protect a more
vigorous and resistant social structure.
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Lack of access to education, jobs; lack of social protection, services
and support systems, ineffective and unfair

We have observed a steady decline in adolescent pregnancies and
maternal mortality.

We continue to combat violence against women with zero tolerance.

It is worth noting that seven months into the conflict the international
community has yet to halt the bloodshed in Gaza and the West Bank.

Over 34.000 Palestinians have been killed mercilessly, 70 per cent
of whom are innocent women and children. Lives of children and
young people are surrounded by unspeakable horrors, deprived of
water, food and shelter. Thousands of children are orphaned,
thousands of them are maimed and require immediate attention of
the international community.

We once again reiterate our call for an immediate and permanent
ceasefire. The outcry of the international community cannot be
further ignored.

We reaffirm TUrkiye’s readiness to actively engage in and contribute
to the work of the Commission as its member.
