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assessing the challenges of water supply. Other important initiatives to promote
balanced development in Ghana and to help stem rural/urban migration are the
designation of selected communities as growth centers and the implementation
of an effective decentralization policy.

The Government of Ghana has also supported the establishment of a Migration
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Interior have also established Migration Divisions to coordinate issues on
migration in the country. In addition, the National Population Council in
collaboration with the National Development Planning Commission, Ministry of
Local Government, Rural Development and Environment, and the Ministry of
Health, is organizing a Forum on Population Distribution, Urbanization and
Development in August this year to sensitize policy makers, planners and other
stakeholders mcludlng civil soc1ety, on the challenges and opportun|t|es of
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development.

Besides, the efforts by the Government, a number of non-governmental
oraanizations are also working in the area of urban sanitation and housing and
