Population distributiomontinues to be a coarn for many countries,
especially in the less developed regiddg.2007, 50 per cent of the world population
will be residing in urban areas. Monedamore governments are expressing concern
about high levels of migration from rural toban areas and looking for ways to manage
the growth of large urban agglomerations.

And sixthly, Mr. Chairman. As of nai-2000, approximately 175 million
persons resided in a country other than whesg Were born, threefths of which are in
the more developed regions. Although #ast majority of migrants are making
meaningful contributions to thelhost countries, internationaligration entails the loss of
human resources for many countries of orgyna may give rise tpolitical, economic or
social tensions in countriesg destination. The number of Governments adopting new
measures to influence international migra has grown rapidiyin 2001, for example,

Mr. Chairman. As we look back over the past decade, national programmes to
implement the Programme of Action have shamcouraging results. Much has been
learned, including finding sixessful approaches, andiang at improved national
programme implementation.

In summary Mr. Chairman, whal much progress has been maiuhe
implementation of the Programme of Action idgr the last ten years, there have also
been shortfalls and gapsThe report shows #t continued effds and commitment
are needed to mobilize humamd financial resourceso strengthen institutional
capacities, and to nurture partnephiamong governmentghe international
community, non-governmental organizationsdanvil society. With such efforts
and commitment, we can expdmader and deeper progréssachieving the goals
and objectives of the Programme of Action.
