


In these efforts, FAO does not work alone. Our fieldwork is done in close collaboration with
national and international partners — UN and non-UN bodies, governments, local
communities, and non-state actors.

We are increasingly active in global cooperation mechanisms, such as the Global Migration
Group (GMG), the Global Knowledge Partnership on Migration and Development, and the
Global Remittances Working Group. Through the GMG we are part of the effort to support
the Global Forum on Migration and Development and the preparation of the high-level
plenary meeting of the General Assembly on addressing large movements of refugees and
migrants.
