* In September 2015, the UN General Assembly established the
Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) as a follow up to the
Millennium Development Goals (MDGS).

« Expanded in scope, the SDGs specify 17 universal goals, 169 targets
and 230 indicators.

* Meeting the targets in these goals will:
1. Meet the aspirations of countries outlined in the SDGs,

2. Enable countries meet the ICPD POA adopted during the International
Conference on Population and Development in Cairo in 1994.

o taken an integrated MultSectoral Approach as opposed to the sectoral
approach which characterized previous plans

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Key Gaps Identified through the RIA 1

1. Climate change not sufficiently mainstreamed,;
2. Gender not adequately mainstreamed; and

3. Data availability and disaggregation: insufficient indicators to
monitor the NDP.
