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set migration policy, always in full respect for the human rights of migrants,

regardless of their migration status.

That should be the achievement of the Global Compact for Migration.
Although not all of the recommendations of the Delegations, including those
suggested by the Holy See, were included, it must be acknowledged that, overall,
the process has produced the first-ever comprehensive framework on
international migration. It will serve as the international reference point for best
practices and international cooperation in the global management of migration.
It will benefit Governments, along with non-governmental entities, including
faith-based organizations, to manage migration in a more safe, orderly and
regular manner. It respects national priorities and provides countries with the
space they need to respond to their national circumstances, in full respect of

international law.
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respect for the rights and dignity of all; a policy concerned for the good of one’s
own country, while taking into account that of others in an ever more

interconnected world.”

The Road to Marrakech is a shared journey of solidarity, mercy, prudence,
responsibility and respect that is good for individual countries and good for those

on the move.
