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Many developing countries are in thearly or intermediate stages of the
demographic transition, which are assated with relatively youthful
populations. This presentation will adeds policy issues relevant for these
countries, including prioritising the iprovement of health, especially of
mothers and children, the extension sefixual and reproductive health care
services, investment in human capitéle promotion of gender equality, and
policies in support of prodiive youth employmerdand social pensions in
contexts of informalitgf the labour market.
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
