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Background  
 
The Annual Ministerial Review (AMR) is a key function of the Economic and Social 

Council  established by Heads of State a nd Government  at the 2005 World Summit. It was 
mandated as a n instrument  to track progress and step up efforts to wards the realization of  
the internationally agreed development goals (IADGs) , including  the Millennium 
Development Goals , by the 2015 target d ate.1 General Assembly resolution  A/RES/61/16 and 
A/65/286 provide general guidance  on the preparation of the AMR . 

The first AMR was held in July 2007 in Geneva and focused on poverty and hunger 
(MDG1).  The following AMR sessions focused on, respectively, goals related to sustainable 
development  (MDG7) in 2008; health (MDG 4, 5, 6) in 2009; gender (MDG3) in 2010, 
education in 2011, and  productive capacity, employment and decent work for sustainable and 
equitable growth (all MDGs) in 2012.  

 
The theme for 20 13 ECOSOC Annual Ministerial Review , to be held in July in 

Geneva is “Science, technology and innovation, and the potential of culture, for
