The recent savagery of terrorist groups and foreign terrorist fighters are posing new threats well 

beyond the region. The terrorist acts by ISIL and other transnational terrorist organizations 

continue to claim countless innocent lives and cause unprecedented scale of refugees, 
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In this regard, we commend the efforts of the Secretary-General and relevant UN organs in 

leading the fight against international terrorism. Given the lack of adequate enforcement 

mechanisms in the international community, it is essential that each country faithfully and fully 

implement relevant Security Council resolutions at the national level, while bolstering mutual 

cooperation with a view to bridging gaps and limitations. 

The Republic of Korea, as a party to all the major universal conventions against terrorism in 

effect, has already put in place necessary implementation measures, and is also accelerating its 

efforts to implement resolutions 2170 and 2178. First, we started the national review process, 

including joint meetings of all relevant domestic authorities in order to strengthen information 

sharing, border control, and law enforcement. We are also collecting other countries' best 

practices through bilateral outreaches. With this ground work soon to be completed, we look 

forward to sharing our own lessons learned with other countries and strengthening relevant 

bilateral and multilateral cooperation.

Terrorism breeds on various plagues of our society, such as discrimination, exclusion, inequality. 

A sustained and holistic approach is therefore crucial to deal with the evolving scope and nature 

of the terrorist threats, and to further reintegrate extremists into society. In this regard, we 

support the efforts to implement the UN Global Counter-Terrorism Strategy, which aims at 

addressing the key components of terrorism, notably terrorists, weapons, funding, and networks.
