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Mr. Chairman, 

As this is the first time that the Polish delegation takes the floor in this Committee 
during 70th session, I would like to convey our congratulations on your election, as well 
as the election of the members of the Bureau. 

On behalf of the Polish delegation, I wish to present the position of my country on 
the rule of law at the national and international levels. Poland aligns itself with 
the statement made by the European Union on this agenda item. 

This year marks the 70th anniversary of the founding of the United Nations. 
Its establishment was a result of efforts of many States to maintain international peace and 
security after the Second World War, which saw an unprecedented acts of terror and number 
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and inclusive societies that provide equal access to justice and that are based on respect for 
human rights, on effective rule of law and good governance at all levels and on transparent, 
effective and accountable institutions", as it was underlined in the 2030 



While working on international treaties and on Security Council or General Assembly 
resolutions, it is necessary to widely consult them with regional organizations and with civil 
society. In many fields of international law we observe lack of coherent and complementary 
international regulation. Both international treaties and Security Council or General Assembly 
resolutions should follow the same objectives. Good planning and better 
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
