States to ensure that universal jurisdiction is always exercised in good faith in 
order to prevent any misapplication or improper resort to the principle, 
therefore clarity is of essence in application of Universal jurisdiction, with 
recourse as the last resort. 

Mr. Chairman, 
Zambia remains dedicated to ensuring that those who commit offences 

that are abhorrent to the collective conscience of the international community 
and that infringe upon international public policy are answerable for those 
offences. Zambia however firmly believes that international efforts to combat 
international crime should complement domestic legal regimes, hence the need 
to strengthen domestic legal frameworks to facilitate the legitimacy exercise of 
the Universal jurisdiction. 

Zambia hopes that this discourse will prompt the review of respective 
statutes deal adequately with the question of Universal Jurisdiction.
