7. The State Counsellor has been championing for promoting rule of law in the
country even before she came into office. Rule of law centres were established in
2015 in collaboration with the International Development Law Organization
(IDLO), and UNDP, under the guidance of the Pyithu Hluttaw Rule of Law and
Tranquility Committee then chaired by Daw Aung San Suu Kyi.

8. Four rule of law centres have been opened so far in four main cities in
Myanmar. The centres provide training, with a substantive focus on local justice
