First, it facilitates a better understanding between delegationsspgctive
positions which assistsinter alia,efforts to identify common ground.

Second, statements delivered in this Commit&en more so than in other
Committeeshave a particular value with respect to internationaldad, in
certain circumstances, state practice.

Third, the ability to access written statements mad8tajeson its work, is
essential for the proper operation of the International Law Commission, which
has previously included citationsn its reports and other materiabf
statements by States thre now defunct ‘Papersmart’.

We commend the work of th®ecretariat this session in includingn-the
‘summaries of meetings’ section of the UN’s Sixth Committee webditks-
to statement submitted by delegatiokige strongly urge the continuatiamd
refinementof this practice, in dialogue with member States.

We also urge the Secretariat to upload the mateuniamitted to PaperSmart
In previous sessions to thmelevantSixth Committee websites for previous
sessions, mirroring the format it has employed this gedrfor this session.

Third, and finally, we think that the work of this Committee would beniefit
future,from an enhanced rotati@mong the coordinators of our resolutions.

Rotations between delegations could occur at regular intervals, such as every
three to four yearsin line with the regular duration of postings for delegates.
