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the 21st Century is stronger today as the rules and principles of international law 

remain essential to the proper functioning of our interdependent world across a 

wide range of interacting issues including climate change, terrorism, law of the sea, 

Artificial Intelligence, Science, Technology and Information, to mention a few.    

The work of the Advisory Committee therefore is important to sustain and ensure the 

success of the Programme of Assistance and by that, pursue the purposes and 

principles of the United Nations. 

Ghana will continue to lend its full support to the teaching and study, appreciation 

and wider dissemination of International law, especially for experts from developing 
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challenges of the COVID-19 Pandemic.

I wish to conclude by indicating that Ms. Khalilah Hackman, 

Counsellor and Legal Adviser of the Permanent Mission of Ghana, will 

be introducing the zero draft at the close of today’s debate with the 

intention to undertake transparent consultations on the draft 

resolution.
