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Strengthening and promoting the international treaty framework

One such contribution was the Proposal and Non-paper submitted by Spain on 

its own behalf and on behalf of seventeen other Member States1, including my 

own - Portugal. That proposal contains an amendment to Articles 5 and 13 of the 

Regulations for the Registration and Publication of Treaties to give effect to Article
