measures to enhance the protection, security and safety of 

diplomatic and consular missions and representatives
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9. Host or receiving States have the duty to take all appropriate steps 

to protect diplo matic missions and consular premises . The host 

country’s duty to protect diplomatic missions include s not only  

protecting them against violence and attacks , but also in illegal 

surveillance, recording and other forms of interference using 

remote , handheld,  or other forms of advance technology.  

Diplomatic and consular missions and representatives must benefit 

from  robust  receiving or host State protection  based on the 

established  international law obligations . 

 

10. The other critical side of diplomatic protection is that persons 

enjoying such privileges and immunities are obliged to respect the 

regulations of the receiving State and maintain high standards of 

conduct. We do agree with the view that in addition to com plying 

with the international law obligations, c omplementarity reduces 

the number of violations and enables diplomatic and consular 

missions and their representatives around the world to safely 

undertake their activities and complete their work .
