During this year's International Law Week, the Institute of International Law will present the work of its
815t Session, in which the issues of piracy as well as precedents and jurisprudence were addressed, and a
declaration reaffirming the fundamental principles was adopted.

This briefing will also give an insight into the future work of the Institute, including harm prevention rules
applicable to the global commons, statute and functions of the conference of the parties to a treaty, distributive
justice and social justice, as well as cyber activities. In addition, it will be the occasion to launch the book
entitled "Institut de Droit international. 150 Years of Contributing to the Development of International Law.
Justitia et Pace (1873-2023)", published to mark the 150t
