
Thailand’s Measures to Eliminate International Terrorism 

1. Following on from information provided previously (A/77/185, paras. 92–95),



7. By 19 February 2024, 781 individuals had been listed for involvement with terrorism
activities. Since the coming into effect of the Terrorism and Proliferation of Weapons of
Mass Destruction Financing Act, B.E. 2559 (2016), 6,367,390.08 baht in assets and
properties had been seized.
8. On 12 – 15 December 2023, Thailand received a follow-up visit by the Counter-
Terrorism Committee Executive Directorate (CTED) within the framework of the
implementation of relevant UNSC resolutions as well as in follow-up to the Committee’s
2005 visit. Discussions during the visit covered the work undertaken by Thailand in
counter-terrorism and recommendations to strengthen counter-terrorism capacities as well
as technical assistance, including in areas that Thailand could provide to other Member
States.
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
