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6. Our jurisprudence provides that there is “no reason to require [a party] to pursue an 

appeal he [or she] no longer deems necessary in the context of his [or her] case”.1  

Accordingly, Ms. Nielsen’s motions to withdraw her appeals are granted and the Registrar  

should be directed to close Case Nos. 2016-972 and 2016-973.  

Judgment
