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4. Article 10(9) of the Statute of the Appeals Tribunal and Article 20(2) of the Rules 

of Procedure of the Appeals Tribunal provide that the published judgements of the 

Appeals Tribunal will normally include the names of the parties.  Nevertheless, the 

Appeals Tribunal has granted requests for confidentiality in exceptional circumstances and 

in cases of sensitivity.1     

5. In the present case, the Applicant has demonstrated exceptional circumstances 

justifying anonymity and good cause to continue the protection granted by the UNDT in 

the proceedings before the Appeals Tribunal. 

IT IS HEREBY ORDERED that the Applicant’s Motion for anonymity IS GRANTED.
