


allegations of misconduct. He argues that he did not present this witness to the UNDT
because the witness was unavailable at the time, and that the witness is now available. He
contends that the witness, being a current OHCHR staff member, remains extremely afraid
of reprisals should his or her name be revealed during these proceedings. AAZ submits that
the witness can only provide evidence before the UNAT through a written statement filed ex
parte and that he is prepared to make available to the Secretary-General a redacted version

of the statement in which details that make the witness identifiable are appropriately

omitted.
5. On 2 October 2024, the Secretary-General filed a response to the Motion.
6. The Secretary-General submits that the Appeals Tribunal has already rejected a

request to hear the testimony of this witness
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13. For the forgoing reasons, the Motion is denied.

IT IS HEREBY ORDERED that AAZis Motion dated 25 September 2024 requesting

leave to submit a confidential witness statement is DENIED.
