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jurisdiction in accordance with Article 2 (6) of its Statute” when determining the 

receivability of an application.  

6. 
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former staff members as set out in art. 3.1 of the UNDT Statute. To that extent, the 

UNDT jurisdiction does not apply to the hearing of applications from non-staff 

members.  

9. The evidence shows that the Applicant, on 6 June 2019, signed a contract with 

UNFPA that was governed by the terms and conditions of the UNFPA individual 

contactors.6 

10. Accordingly, the Applicant, not being a staff member of UNFPA or any other 

entity of the United Nations, has no locus standi before this Tribunal. The present 

application cannot be entertained. 

JUDGMENT 

11. The application is dismissed as irreceivable.
