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5. The Applicant refers to the decision to abolish and transfer a position that she 

is not encumbering, as well as to numerous other, undefined, decisions affecting 

other staff members. While the Applicant failed to clearly identify all the decisions 

she is contesting, it is apparent that none of the decisions affect her terms of 

employment. 

6. Since the Applicant has no legal standing to challenge any of the above 

decisions, her application for suspension of action is not receivable. 

7. The Tribunal also recalls that receivability of the application is a matter of 

law, which can be assessed without serving it to the Respondent (cf. Gehr 

2013-UNAT-313, and Christensen 2013-UNAT-335). 

Conclusion 

8. In view of the foregoing, the application for suspension of action is rejected.
