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e. Its implementation would cause irreparable damage; and 

f. The case is of particular urgency. 

5. It is uncontested by the parties that the cancellation of JO 123535 was notified 

to the Applicant on 21 May 2021. A copy of this notification was annexed to the 

Applicant’s application as annex 6. It follows that the contested decision that the 

Applicant seeks to suspend has been implemented. 

6. Consequently, one of the above-mentioned mandatory conditions is not met 

in the present case and, given the cumulative nature of the legal test related to the 

consideration of applications for suspension of action, the Tribunal does not need 

to examine the remaining conditions. 

Conclusion 

7. In view of the foregoing, the application for suspension of action pending 

management evaluation is rejected.
