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Introduction 

1. By application filed on 15 June 2021, the Applicant, a staff member of the 

Office of the United Nations High Commissioner for Human Rights (“OHCHR”), 

requests suspension of action, pending management evaluation, of the decision “to 

revise findings and recommendations of the Alternate Chair of the UN Ethics Panel 
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d. The impugned administrative decision appears prima facie to be 

unlawful; 

e. Its implementation would cause irreparable damage; and 

f. The case is of particular urgency. 

6. It follows from the above-mentioned Respondent’s 22 June 2021 filing, that 

there is no longer an ongoing examination of the Applicant’s request for 

management evaluation, thus rendering moot the application for suspension 

of action. 

7. As one of the above-mentioned mandatory conditions is not met in the present 

case and, given the cumulative nature of the legal test related to the consideration 

of applications for suspension of action, the Tribunal does not need to examine the 

remaining conditions.
