Order No. 43 (GVA/2022)
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1. By application filed on 8 January 2021, the Applicant, a staff member of the
United Nations Office on Drugs and Crime (RUNODCO), contests the decision to
close her complaint of prohibited conduct under ST/SGB/2008/5 (Prohibition of
discrimination, harassment, including sexual harassment, and abuse of authority)
with managerial action with respect to Mr. S., and with no further action with

respect to Ms. K..

2. By Order No. 4 (GVA/2022) of 18 January 2022, the Tribunal ordered, inter
alia, that the Investigation Report into the Applicantds complaint be disclosed to the
Applicant on an under-seal basis and invited the Applicant to file a rejoinder by
7 February 2022.

3. On7 February 2022, the Applicant responded to Order No. 4 (GVA/2022) by
filing a submission requesting, inter alia, that the Tribunal order the Respondent to
submit all exhibits to the Investigation Report and allow the Applicant to amend

her submission within 20 days of receipt of these documents.

4.  On 21 February 2022, the Respondent submitted a response to the Applicantis
7 February 2022 submission pursuant to Order No. 18 (GVA/2022) of
10 February 2022.

5. By Order No. 24 (GVA/2022) of 23 February 2022, the Tribunal ordered the
Respondent to submit the exhibits to the Investigation Report by 28 February 2022
on an ex parte basis, which he did on 25 February 2022.

6.  Further to the Tribunalds instruction dated 1 March 2022 to complete his
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
