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Introduction

1.  On 15 August 2022, the Applicant, a Senior Data Management Associate,
Evaluation Service, with the Office of the United Nations High Commissioner for
Refugees (IUNHCRO), filed a complaint of harassment and discrimination based
on nationality, islamophobia, and racism against her First Reporting
Officer (AFROO).

2. On 20 October 2022, the Head, Investigation Service, Inspector Generalds
Office (filGO0), UNHCR, informed the Applicant that, after a preliminary

assessment of her complaint, it had been decided not to initiate a full fact-finding
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9.  The Tribunal takes note of this and recalls that the General Assembly has

consistently encouraged alternative dispute resolution.

10. Having examined the case record and guided by arts. 15.3, 15.4 and 15.5 of
its Rules of Procedure, the Tribunal finds that it is in the interest of justice to give

the parties sufficient time to focus on their settlement efforts by suspending the
