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Introduction 

1. By application registered under Case No. UNDT/GVA/2020/059, the 

Applicant contests the “[t]he manner in which her complaints of harassment and 

abuse of authority [against the former High Commissioner for Human Rights and 

the Chief, Human Rights Council Branch, United Nations Office of the High 

Commissioner for Human Rights] were processed and the decision to close them 

without further action”. 

2. The Tribunal held a case management discussion (“CMD”) on 26 April 2023 

with the participation of the Applicant, her Counsel and Counsel for the 

Respondent. 

3. Following the CMD, by Order No. 44 (GVA/2023) of 3 May 2023, the 

Tribunal inter alia ordered the Applicant to file her rejoinder, which she did on 

16 June 2023. 

Consideration 

4. Having considered the parties’ filings and their oral submissions at the CMD, 

the Tribunal considers itself sufficiently informed to render its judgment without 

the need for additional disclosure of evidence or the holding of a hearing on the 

merits. 

5. Pursuant to art. 19 of the Tribunal’s Rules of Procedure, and for the fair 

disposal of the case, the parties are instructed to file their respective closing 

submission. 

Conclusion 

6. In view of the foregoing, it is ORDERED THAT the parties shall file their 

respective closing submission by Wednesday, 30 August 2023.
