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6. The Respondent argues that the motion does not meet the requirements of art. 

10.2 of the Dispute Tribunal’s Statute as it does not identify an administrative 

decision that is prima facie unlawful or a case of urgency. The Respondent states that 

the Applicant was provided with an opportunity to identify an alternative bank 

account for the disbursement of her final entitlements but that she refused to do so. 

Therefore, these entitlements were disbursed to the account the Applicant had 

previously identified. 

7. With respect to the request for access to the Applicant’s personnel file, the 

Respondent states that the Applicant may examine her official status file by sending a 

request to a specified email address and notes that the Applicant provides no evidence 

that she made any efforts to request access to her file through the established 

procedures. 

8. Regarding the Applicant’s first requests, namely that the Tribunal order the 

Respondent to provide all the documents he allegedly signed on her behalf without 

her authorization, the Tribunal understands that this request concerns the 

disbursement of the Applicant’s final entitlements to her previously designated bank 

account. The Tribunal notes the Respondent’s statement that the bank account used to 

make the disbursement was the one the Applicant had previously provided and where 

her salaries had been deposited. It notes further that despite being given the 

opportunity to do so, the Applicant refused to provide updated bank details. 

9. In light of the above, the Tribunal is not satisfied that the decision to disburse 

the Applicant’s final entitlements to the bank account on record was prima facie 

unlawful. Therefore, the Tribunal finds no basis to order the requested interim relief. 

10. The Respondent states that the Applicant will be allowed to examine her 

official personnel status file upon request through the official procedures. Therefore, 

the Applicant’s request in this respect is moot. 
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
