Introduction

1. By application filed ot April 2022, the Applicanta formerstaff member of

the United Nations Development ProgramfitéNDP”), contests the “implicit and
continued denial” ofUNDP to conduct an occupational health evaluaidn
personnel in Panamand to assess the impact of their exposure to specific toxic
contaminants in the workplacéhe Applicant requests the Tribunaiter alia, to
declare that UNDP has exposed him to toxic contaminants in the workpldt=as
failed in its duty of careowards him. The Applicant also requests “moral damages”

to compasate him for the “high personal cost” he has incurred.

2.  Onb5 May?2022, the Respondent filedreply urging the Tribunal to dismiss

the application & not receivable ratione materia@ndratione personae. The
Respondent submits thidte Applicant does not identify amplied administrative
decision for the Tribunal to revieand that he Applicantis actingon behalf of

other staff members of the Panama Regional Hub and not in his individual capacity
as a former staff memhdn the alternative, the Respondent requéssTribunal

to identify the contested administrative decision and to grant hine leavile

submissions on the merits.
