 On 31 May 2024, the heads of United Nations agencies in Rwanda, government 
officials from Rwanda and Senegal, diplomats and United Nations staff gathered for 
the third commemoration of Captain Mbaye Diagne Day. Also attending was Ms. 
Yacine Mar Diop Mbaye, the widow of Captain Mbaye. A video message was played 
from the Special Adviser for Prevention of Genocide, Under-Secretary-General Alice 
Nderitu. The event was organized by the Embassy of Senegal to Rwanda, the Office 
of the United Nations Resident Coordinator, and the Ministry of National Unity and 
Civic Engagement.

This day was designated to commemorate the death of Captain Mbaye Diagne, a 
Senegalese military officer who served in Rwanda as a United Nations military 
observer from 1993-1994 under the United Nations Assistance Mission for Rwanda 



(UNAMIR). He was killed while trying to save hundreds, perhaps even a thousand, 
Rwandans from death during the 1994 genocide against the Tutsi in Rwanda. The 
event was covered by various media houses.
