3. Third, donors need to rercommit to binding ODA targets as set by Monterrey, with
concrete and verifiable timelines to scale up their aid budgets, as mentioned by
Sweden. Donors should rercommit to providing 0.7% of their GNI as ODA and ensure at
least 50% of ODA to LDCs.
