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Hugh Bredenkamp is Deputy Director of the IMF’s Strategy, Policy and Review Department, which
develops the policies of the institution and oversees their implementation in country operations.
Following an M.Sc. at the London School of Economics, he began his career as an economic advisor
to the U.K. Treasury from 1982-88. Since joining the IMF, he has worked on countries in Western
Europe, the former Soviet Union, Asia, and Africa, where he was mission chief for Ghana. On the
policy side, he helped develop the international debt relief initiative for low-income countries in the
mid-1990s, and is currently overseeing the Fund’s work on its lending facilities and on sovereign
debt. Before taking up his current assignment, he served as the IMF’s senior resident representative in
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Richard Gitlin, an international restructuring lawyer, now runs his own advisory firm, Gitlin &
Company, LLC. He is currently serving as a Senior Fellow with the Centre for International
Governance Innovation (CIGI).

Mr. Gitlin has served as advisor to several countries regarding the modernization of their insolvency
laws, including Canada, Indonesia, Japan, Korea, and Mexico. He has also served as President or
Chairman of INSOL, American Bankruptcy Institute and American College of Bankruptcy.
