In order to create sound policy frameworks at the national level, based on environmental safety 

and pro-poor and gender-sensitive development strategies, to support accelerated investment 

in poverty eradication actions



informed and more widely accepted forest management outcomes according to New Forest 

Policy of Mongolia which was approved recently by Mongolian Parliament in 2015. 

The participation in Forest Management Planning elaboration and adoption is open to the 

general public of the country and all process details are described by forest law, but the 

involvement of actors other than public authorities is relatively low.  

In the future, some techniques and procedures aimed at opening the forest planning process to 

include all stakeholders, general public and representatives of civil society organizations should 

be developed at national and sub-regional level. The first step would be to greater engage 

forest user groups in decision making on the forest unit level of Forest Management Planning 

which also requires relevant changes in forest legislation.
