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INDEPENDENT AUDIT ADVISORY COMMITTEE ENDS SESSION

overview of their 2010 budget utilization and the main elements of their 2012/2013
budget proposal. The IAAC continued its discussions with OIOS on the risk-based work
planning process and various issues relating to the Investigations Division. In addition,
the Committee discussed standard agenda items with OlOS such as high risks identified



The members also met with the Secretary of the Fifth Committee (Administrative and Budgetary)
of the General Assembly and discussed issues related to the consideration of the recommendations of the
IAAC in the Fifth Committee.

The next (Fourteenth) session of the IAAC is scheduled for 12-14 April at United Nations
