Literacy rate: Among youth aged 15 to 24, the literacy rate has improved globally from 83 per cent to 91 per cent
between 1990 and 2015, and the gap between women and men has narrowed.

Gender equality in education: Many more girls are now in school compared with 15 years ago. In Southern Asia, only
74 girls were enrolled in primary school for every 100 boys in 1990, but today, there are 103 girls for every 100 boys.

Women’'s employment: In 2015, women make up 41 per cent of paid employments outside the agriculture sector, an
increase from 35 per cent in 1990.
