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Although considerable progress has been made over time in primary education, girls continue to face barriers to primary
schooling in Northern Africa. The report shows that 94 girls are enrolled in primary school for every 100 boys.

Women in the region are gaining more power in politics. The proportion of seats held by women in single or lower houses of
national parliament increased from 3 per cent in 2000 to 18 per cent in 2013.

While Northern Africa has made great progress on the MDGs and met several of the targets, some uncertainties remain with
regard to political stability and risks of renewed violence that could have cascade effects for development in the region.
