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Prioritizes countries and territories where poverty and hunger are highest, national 
capacities are limited, or operational difficulties are greatest due to natural or man-
made crises. It seeks to eradicate poverty (SDG1), end hunger and malnutrition (SDG2), 
and reduce inequalities (SDG10) by accelerating market-based transformation of 
agrifood systems to raise incomes, improve nutrition, empower poor and vulnerable 
populations, and strengthen resilience to climate change.
