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Liberia has made remarkable peace gains over the past 15 years. The election 
of President George Weah in December 2017 marked an important milestone 
with the peaceful transition between two democratically elected governments, 
a success further reaffirmed by another peaceful transition following the 
2023 elections. However, many of the root causes of Liberia’s conflict remain 
unaddressed, and for many people, especially in rural communities, the peace 
dividends have not yet been fully realized.

The Peacebuilding Commission (PBC) Liberia Configuration has been 
mobilizing international support for Liberia’s peacebuilding priorities since 
2010. Chaired by Sweden, the PBC Liberia Configuration has focused on social 
cohesion, reconciliation, and inclusivity, with a strong emphasis on gender 
equality and mitigating the socio-economic impacts of the COVID-19 pandemic 
and climate change. More recently, support has been directed on ensuring 
peaceful, transparent, inclusive, free, and fair elections, as well as women’s and 
youth empowerment. The Commission has consistently sought opportunities
