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Argentina inicio las actividades de avistamiento de ballena franca austral en la década de 1970 en la
provincia de Chubut, Patagonia, convirtiéndose en uno de los pioneros y en el segundo pais de
Latinoamérica luego de México. El avistamiento ha permitido el desarrollo de varias comunidades
costeras del pais.

La Fundacion Cethus junto a la Whale and Dolphin Conservation (WDC) viene desarrollando actividades
de capacitacion en avistamiento responsable de cetaceos desde el afio 1997. En este sentido y a través
del Fondo de Cooperacién Sur-Sur y Triangular (FO-AR) de la Argentina se han brindado capacitaciones



benefiting the coastal communities. They also include safety at sea issues and highlight the importance
of regulating the activity from the beginning in order to protect the populations, as well as local whale

watching operators.
Another important tool is the International Whaling Commission (IWC) Whale Watching Handbook which

was designed to help the industry develop in a way that is sustainable in the long-term, for both the whale
populations that are observed and the economies that depend on their presence.
